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To find the distance between two points:
Step 1: Label the ordered pairs as (x1,y1) and (x2, y2) and write down the distance formula.

Step 2: Substitute the numbers in the ordered pairs into the formula.

Step 3: Subtract.

Step 4: Square the answers.

Step 5: Add.

Step 6: Write the answers.  Use your calculator to simplify the radical. Then press the double arrow key to find the decimal answer.  Remember to round correctly! (If the next number after the place you are rounding to is 5 or greater, round up.  If the next number after the place you are rounding to is less than 5, drop it off.)
